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MANAGEMENT NOTES:

e With some welcome rainfall this past week, soil moisture levels have risen and
growth rates have recovered somewhat particularly in the west of the province.
Growth rates are set to improve slightly but will remain well below the seasonal
average in eastern counties.

e Grass protein levels have risen considerably this week, with soil nitrogen stores
being released to the plant in the presence of more moisture. However, grass ME
values remain low, which should be taken into account when devising feed plans.

e With rainfall forecast consider applying fertiliser to support good growth in the
next month and boost winter forage stores. Winter feed budgets should also be
calculated.
