Improved weather and ground conditions have led to a significant increase
in grass growth again over the past week, with grass responding well to
applications of fertiliser.

It is vital to get stock out immediately to make the most of the high quality
spring grass. Where ground conditions continue to improve, focus on
achieving target grazing residuals to maintain quality into the next rotation.
Farm covers are increasing each week. With good growth expected to
continue, it will be important to take paddocks out for silage to maintain
grass quality.
