The table below provides information on students enrolled on, and graduates from, initial or pre-service teacher training courses leading to qualified
teacher status at Northern Ireland (NI) Higher Education Institutions (HEIs).
e Between 2017/18 and 2021/22, the total number of students enrolled on initial teacher training (ITT) courses at NI HEls increased by 6%,
from 1,380 to 1,460, while those graduating increased by 1%, from 515 to 520.
e Between 2020/21 and 2021/22, the total number of first year enrolments on ITT courses at NI HEls decreased by 8% (from 620 to 575),
while the total number of student enrolments on ITT courses at NI HEIs increased by 1% (from 1,450 to 1,460).
