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Foreword

| have pleasure in submitting the 2021-2022 Annual Report on the work of Dfl Roads
across the Derry City and Strabane District Council Area.

This report deals with works completed across the Council area during the year 2020-
2021 and sets out our initial proposals for schemes to be undertaken in the year 2021-
2022. The opportunity is also taken to provide an update on the strategic roads
schemes that are being taken forward and which will benefit the Derry City and
Strabane District Council (DCSDC) area.

The past year was unprecedented year owning to the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic
and thankfully our contractors have developed new working practices to enable much
needed road maintenance and improvement work to proceed. The impact of Covid
has been mitigated as far as possible and productivity has been such that most of our
20/21 programme was successfully delivered despite the absence of work over the
first part of the year.

Since 2013 the Department for Infrastructure’s baseline Resource budget has been
insufficient to meet its needs and we have relied on in year funding to deliver core
services including public transport and winter gritting. This continues to be the case
for 2020-21.

This year’s structural maintenance capital allocation was to be substantially increased
from a typical opening allocation of around £75m to £120m of which £17m has been
set aside for the ‘Road Recovery Fund’. This level of investment would have been a
significant move towards the £143 million required annually to maintain the road
network in a reasonable condition.

Such an increase was a welcome development that would have translated into
tangible action and gone some way towards addressing the backlog of structural
maintenance work on our road network. As you will appreciate the Department’s
ability to spend a significantly increased capital allocation is dependent on having
sufficient contracting resource to hand to deliver the work. However, as a result of
legal challenges to the award of asphalt resurfacing contracts for Mid Ulster
(Magherafelt, Cookstown and Dungannon), Derry and Strabane, and Omagh, the
Roads and Rivers Centre of Procurement Expertise came to a decision to discontinue
the competition on 4 June 2021.

| would like to assure you, however, that officials are developing a new interim
procurement strategy for resurfacing contracts going forward and it is hoped that new
tender competitions can be released to the market in Autumn 2021. The Department
is also currently exploring alternative ways to deliver much needed resurfacing works
in the area.

The consequence will be a delay in resurfacing programmes in the area, however, as
work on the mitigation measures is currently in progress, it is not yet possible to
guantify the total amount of investment that will be affected in 21/22. This is
disappointing for the Department and for all road users given that badly needed capital
investment will be delayed.



On the major projects side, following the A5 dual carriageway public inquiry the
Minister has decided to comply with the recommendations of the PAC, as she believes
this to be the most efficient and practical means of getting the scheme through to a
new formal decision within the shortest possible timescale. The Project Team is now
following due process and working towards the publication of a new Environmental
Statement Addendum. This will be followed by a statutory consultation period and it is
expected that the public inquiry can be reconvened early next year.

Capital funding also influences our Active Travel and Local Transport and Safety
Measures programmes which in any year are based on available budgets. In 21/22
significant additional funding is being made available for active travel schemes that
will encourage walking, wheeling and cycling as well as safer routes to schools and
this will allow the introduction of a further tranche of part time 20mph speed limits at 9
schools in the Derry City and Strabane Area.

The opening allocation for routine maintenance (Resource funding) is also similar to
that for 2020-2021 and | am pleased to report that the Minister has allocated sufficient
funding to allow a full street lighting repair service for the entire year. While the
operation of a limited service continues, the funding that is available allows the
Department to repair defects greater than 50mm on all roads including low trafficked
rural roads and undertake two cuts of grass on roadside verges between April and
October.

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1.1 A5 Western Transport Corridor (ASWTC)

Indicative Scheme Phasing
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The delivery of the ASBWTC dual carriageway scheme, which would provide 85
kilometres of new dual carriageway between New Buildings and the border south of
Aughnacloy, is a commitment of all five parties in the Northern Ireland Executive and
the British and Irish Governments and is specifically referenced in the New Deal: New
Approach document, published on 9 January 2020.
The scheme is currently split into 4 phases as follows (see above map):

e Phase 1A: New Buildings to North of Strabane;

e Phase 1B: South of Omagh to Ballygawley;

e Phase 2: North of Strabane to South of Omagh; and

e Phase 3: Ballygawley to the border at Aughnacloy.

In September 2020, the Department received an Interim Report from the Planning
Appeals Commission (PAC) on its findings from the public inquiry held in February
and March 2020, not a final report as was the case in 2017. It contained two key
recommendations in relation to the need for further assessments on (a) flood risk and
(b) scheme alternatives. The PAC recommended that the resulting documents from
both these assessments be incorporated into a further addendum to the Environmental
Statement and made available for further public consultation. In the circumstances,
the PAC has adjourned the inquiry, indicating that it can be reconvened when the
Department has taken the above steps.

On receipt of the PAC Interim Report, officials carefully considered all of the
recommendations made by the Commissioner and took legal advice. A number of
potential options in taking the scheme forward were developed and presented to the
Minister.

Having given careful consideration to all of the advice given, the Minister decided, on
a balance of risk against time, to comply with the key recommendations of the PAC
and move towards a reconvened public inquiry within the shortest possible timescale.

Officials are working at pace to move towards the publication of a new Environmental
Statement Addendum with a view to a reconvened public inquiry early next year.

It is hoped that the final Report on the inquiry proceedings can then be delivered by
the PAC later in 2022. Subject to a positive outcome from this Report and the
completion of all the necessary statutory procedures and environmental assessments,
this could lead to the start of construction in 2023.



1.2 A2 Buncrana Road

The Regional Strategic Transport Network Transport Plan (RSTN TP) 2015 endorsed
improvement of the A2 Buncrana Road from Pennyburn Roundabout to the border
with the Republic of Ireland.

The A2 Buncrana Road is a key link in the North West of the city which serves as the
main corridor from the city centre to significant industrial and residential areas as well
as a link to County Donegal. The proposed road improvement scheme will assist the
economic regeneration of the city and surroundings and will help facilitate future
development. Further aims of the proposed scheme are to improve road safety, reduce
traffic congestion and support the use of more sustainable transport modes.

On 26 March 2019 the Department held a public information day where emerging
proposals to upgrade the A2 Buncrana Road between Pennyburn Roundabout and
Donegal were presented.

The current proposal includes for upgrading the existing 4.1km single carriageway to
dual carriageway standard with six roundabouts at the following locations:

Pennyburn
Roundabout;
Racecourse Road;
Springtown Road;
Branch Roundabout;
Skeoge Roundabout;
and

Elagh Business Park.

Primarily for road safety reasons, this proposal includes the provision of a physical
central median between Pennyburn Roundabout and Skeoge Roundabout, thus
preventing right turning movements into and out of intermediate junctions and
accesses. Left-in left-out access is provided at the majority of these intermediate
junctions and minor accesses. Under this particular proposal those wishing to turn
right into or out of their accesses would be required to travel to the nearest roundabout
junction and to approach their destination via left turn movements only.

The rural section between Skeoge Roundabout and Elagh Business Park will also be
upgraded to a 4 lane dual carriageway with similar characteristics.

The Minister is aware of the concerns of local businesses and local elected
representatives and has asked officials to continue to consult with stakeholders and
landowners on the design of the scheme.

The Department aims to publish the draft statutory orders and Environmental Impact
Assessment Report for a designed scheme in late 2021 for formal public consultation

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1.3 A6 Dungiven to Drumahoe Dualling
(Managed by Northern Division)

This flagship project represents an investment in the region of £220 million and will
upgrade 25.5km of the A6 between Drumahoe and Dungiven to dual carriageway
standard, including a bypass of Dungiven.

Construction of this dualling scheme is progressing well with approximately 95% of the
earthworks completed to date. Ten structures are also substantially complete and
works are ongoing on a further eleven. Recently the steel beams on the Ardmore Road
Bridge were lifted into place over the River Faughan and beams were placed on the
new structure at Liberty Glen. In the coming weeks the existing Burntollet Bridge will
be demolished to allow for the construction of the westbound section of the new
Burntollet Bridge that crosses the River Ness.

Significant progress has also been made with the installation of culverts, mainline
drainage, access tracks, the Park and Rides at Drumahoe and Claudy, utility
diversions, and the pavement construction along the new mainline carriageway.

Covid-19 initially disrupted or stopped many activities due to difficulties in the supply
chain, social distancing requirements and staff absences. Although the situation is now
much improved, Covid-19 continues to have an impact, however the scheme is
expected to be complete in 2022, largely as planned.

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1.4 A6 Randalstown to Castledawson
(Managed by Northern Division)

This scheme provides a continuous dual carriageway from the western end of the M22,
near Randalstown, to the Castledawson Roundabout, reducing journey times and
improving road safety. The £189m scheme is 15km (9 miles) long and construction
commenced in June 2017.

The first phase between M22 at Randalstown and Toome which opened in August
2019 was a significant milestone for the scheme, and welcome news for road users
on this busy route (22,000 vehicles per day).

Over the past 12 months good progress was made within the sensitive swan area
between Toome Bypass and Deerpark Road with all major earthworks and drainage
completed in line with Environmental commitments by the end of September 2020
permitting construction activities to continue through the winter period.

The Infrastructure Minister Nichola Mallon visited the site on Friday 28 May 2021 to
speak to those involved in the delivery of the scheme. This was just in advance of the
removal of Temporary Traffic Management and 40mph speed restriction, allowing the
entire dual carriageway to open on Monday 31 May 2021.

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EXPLANATION OF MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS

Resurfacing and Strengthening

Roads generally fail by cracking and rutting. They usually do not fail suddenly, but
gradually deteriorate due to the impact of traffic, age and weathering. Wear normally
appears as either excessive permanent deformation of the whole or part of the

carriageway structure, or is associated with the cracking of the bituminous layers.

Road pavements are normally designed for an operational life of 20 years. During this
period and beyond, there is a need for the highway authority to intervene at times to
either treat or replace the top course of bituminous material known as the “surface
course” or to provide additional depth to preserve the structure of the pavement and

extend its life.

Resurfacing is the application of a layer of this mixed material of 40mm (1.5") minimum
thickness. It strengthens the road, seals it against the ingress of water, and improves
skidding resistance and riding quality. The thicker the layer, the more strength

imparted.

Surface course bitmac has an expected life of 7-12 years (which can be extended by
subsequent surface dressing) whereas asphalt has an expected life of 15-20 years but

costs more.

Resurfacing of existing roads can usually be carried out on top of the existing surface
(overlay) but where kerb levels or bridge heights are restricted the existing surface

may need to be removed by planing.

Surface Dressing
This process involves spraying a bitumen emulsion binder onto the existing road
surface, followed by a layer of stone chippings, which is then rolled. It has three main
purposes:-

- to improve skidding resistance of the surface

- to seal the road surface against ingress of water

- to prevent deterioration.

DEALING WITH CORRESPONDENCE/PUBLIC INTERFACE

As you will be aware following a restructuring exercise the Department has adopted a
new approach in relation to dealing with some queries that come our way. It is perhaps
worth refreshing on this process and the background to it.

Dfl lost a significant number of staff through the Voluntary Exit Scheme which was
implemented across the whole of the Northern Ireland Civil Service. As a result of this
Divisions had to develop new staffing structures across all work areas to try to maintain
an acceptable level of service.

One area of significant workload is dealing with correspondence. The Department,
and in particular Dfl Roads, receives a large volume of correspondence from the public
and public representatives throughout the year. Indeed, the level of correspondence
has been increasing in recent years at a time when staff resources have been
reducing.

In a large number of cases the correspondence relates to reports of individual defects
on the road, such as potholes, blocked gullies, defective street lights etc. In order to
improve efficiency the Department now deals with correspondence which is only
reporting routine defects differently from other general correspondence. Therefore if a
member of the public, or public representative, writes to the Department by letter or e-
mail, reporting a routine defect then our staff will simply log this information onto our
work systems and an automated response detailing the query reference number will
issue to the correspondent. Technical staff will then deal with the query received in
accordance with our maintenance standards.

If the initial letter relates to a more general roads issue rather than simply reporting a
defect, a substantive reply will issue in the normal way.

In order to reduce the volume of general correspondence reporting routine defects, we
are encouraging the reporting of defects through our on-line “Report a Fault” section
on our website. Alternatively a phone call can be made to one of our telephone
operatives who will record the details directly onto the “Report a Fault” system. You
can report a fault on-line at https://www.nidirect.qov.uk/ or by telephone to 02890
540540.

It is noted that the vast majority of dealings with the public are by phone or email and

the number of visitors to our offices has reduced considerably as communication
methods have improved. Therefore it has also been decided that the Section Offices
will have reduced opening to public hours of 10am - 12noon although meetings outside

of this can be arranged by appointment.

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2.2 ROUTINE MAINTENANCE COMPLETED 2020-2021

Defects

Section Office staff regularly inspect the local
network for actionable defects in accordance
with the Road Maintenance Guidelines.
These guidelines classify the local roads
according to traffic volume and establish
corresponding deadlines for the repair of any
defects identified.

The available figures show that during this
past year (1/7/20-31/3/21) 5885 priority
defects were recorded with 62% being
repaired inside the specified timescales.

The grass verges on all rural roads were
cut twice last year with additional cutting
carried out at sightlines as required. In
total we cut approximately 7,500 kms of
grass to ensure sightlines are preserved.
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2.3 WINTER SERVICE 2020-2021

The official winter maintenance period commenced on 12" October 2020 and ended
on 1t April 2021. The first application of salt took place on 3. November 2020.
During the winter of 2020-21 there were 77 occasions when salt was applied to the
536 km of roads on the gritting schedule using 3565 tonnes of salt, a decrease of 10%
over the previous year when there was also 77 salting actions. In addition 21259 litres

of potassium acetate was used to treat the Foyle and Craigavon Bridges.

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2.4 STREET WORKS

Dfl Roads monitors the installation,
maintenance and removal of utility
plant within the public road network.
The activities of Statutory Utilities are
controlled under the Street Works
(Northern Ireland) Order 1995 and a
range of Codes of Practice.

There is an electronic web-based system to allow Dfl Roads and utilities to exchange
street works information. This system, NISRANS (the Northern Ireland Street Works
Registration and Notification System) is a jointly owned system involving Dfl Roads
and most utility/communication companies which have statutory rights to place and
maintain their apparatus in or on the public road network. Dfl Roads can also use
NISRANS to control utilities street works activities. Approximately 30% of statutory
inspections are carried out at works stage and subsequent stages prior to accepting
reinstatements as final. The cost of these inspections is covered by the utilities.

All reasonable efforts to minimise disruption and delay to road users is employed
through advertised road closures and co-ordination of these street works.

All openings (except for emergencies) are notified in advance on the electronic Street
Works Gazetteer operated by Symology and monitored by Dfl Roads.

Over the past year 3,952 notifications of intention to excavate in the highway were
made by the various utilities in the Derry City and Strabane District Council area, of
which 1,445 were subject to inspection. Of those reinstatements inspected 1.52%
were classified as unsatisfactory.

Our Road Maintenance Observers (RMQO’s) also identified 769 defects relating to
apparatus belonging to the utility companies.

In support of the Minister’s desire to introduce a further trance of part time speed limits

at schools across the Northern Ireland is ongoing and the initial Local Transport and

£180k to fund this initiative bringing the total LTSM allocation to £938k

With regards to assisting the “Blue-Green Recovery”, we continue to manage the

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4.2 Private Streets — Enforcement

Private Streets Section continues to invoke enforcement proceedings against
developers who fail in their responsibility to provide bonds before commencement of
work on site. This takes the form of a series warning letters followed if necessary by
enforcement action.

Dfl Roads will afford a developer every opportunity to fulfil their responsibilities in
completing development infrastructure works to an adoptable standard. Where it
becomes evident that a developer is either incapable or unwilling to complete the work,
Dfl Roads will consider initiating legal proceedings. This may result in the need for Dfl
Roads to complete the works and recover the costs.

Dfl Roads has a finite resource at its disposal and given the variation in annual funding
levels, the availability of contracting resource to deliver private street enforcement
works cannot be assured. In addition, Dfl Roads has no control over the interests of
other stakeholders, primarily Northern Ireland Water (NIW), which impact on the

delivery of the completion of adoption works.

	I have pleasure in submitting the 2021-2022 Annual Report on the work of DfI Roads across the Derry City and Strabane District Council Area. 
	 
	This report deals with works completed across the Council area during the year 2020-2021 and sets out our initial proposals for schemes to be undertaken in the year 2021-2022. The opportunity is also taken to provide an update on the strategic roads schemes that are being taken forward and which will benefit the Derry City and Strabane District Council (DCSDC) area. 
	 
	The past year was unprecedented year owning to the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic and thankfully our contractors have developed new working practices to enable much needed road maintenance and improvement work to proceed. The impact of Covid has been mitigated as far as possible and productivity has been such that most of our 20/21 programme was successfully delivered despite the absence of work over the first part of the year. 
	 
	Since 2013 the Department for Infrastructure’s baseline Resource budget has been insufficient to meet its needs and we have relied on in year funding to deliver core services including public transport and winter gritting. This continues to be the case for 2020-21.  
	 
	This year’s structural maintenance capital allocation was to be substantially increased from a typical opening allocation of around £75m to £120m of which £17m has been set aside for the ‘Road Recovery Fund’.  This level of investment would have been a significant move towards the £143 million required annually to maintain the road network in a reasonable condition.  
	 
	Such an increase was a welcome development that would have translated into tangible action and gone some way towards addressing the backlog of structural maintenance work on our road network.  As you will appreciate the Department’s ability to spend a significantly increased capital allocation is dependent on having sufficient contracting resource to hand to deliver the work. However, as a result of legal challenges to the award of asphalt resurfacing contracts for Mid Ulster (Magherafelt, Cookstown and Dun
	 
	I would like to assure you, however, that officials are developing a new interim procurement strategy for resurfacing contracts going forward and it is hoped that new tender competitions can be released to the market in Autumn 2021.  The Department is also currently exploring alternative ways to deliver much needed resurfacing works in the area. 
	 
	The consequence will be a delay in resurfacing programmes in the area, however, as work on the mitigation measures is currently in progress, it is not yet possible to quantify the total amount of investment that will be affected in 21/22. This is disappointing for the Department and for all road users given that badly needed capital investment will be delayed.   
	 
	On the major projects side, following the A5 dual carriageway public inquiry the Minister has decided to comply with the recommendations of the PAC, as she believes this to be the most efficient and practical means of getting the scheme through to a new formal decision within the shortest possible timescale. The Project Team is now following due process and working towards the publication of a new Environmental Statement Addendum. This will be followed by a statutory consultation period and it is expected t
	 
	Capital funding also influences our Active Travel and Local Transport and Safety Measures programmes which in any year are based on available budgets. In 21/22 significant additional funding is being made available for active travel schemes that will encourage walking, wheeling and cycling as well as safer routes to schools and this will allow the introduction of a further tranche of part time 20mph speed limits at 9 schools in the Derry City and Strabane Area.  
	 
	The opening allocation for routine maintenance (Resource funding) is also similar to that for 2020-2021 and I am pleased to report that the Minister has allocated sufficient funding to allow a full street lighting repair service for the entire year.  While the operation of a limited service continues, the funding that is available allows the Department to repair defects greater than 50mm on all roads including low trafficked rural roads and undertake two cuts of grass on roadside verges between April and Oc
	 
	Our Request/Enquiry forms can be used to raise local issues with the Department, or deal with matters that are not directly related to my report. I would encourage Councillors to avail of the online fault reporting system on NI Direct. My operational staff are of course also available to assist with queries.  
	 
	I hope that you find this report informative. The Department values constructive comment on all its activities and I, along with Section Engineer Robert McCartney, look forward to meeting the Council.

It contained two key recommendations in relation to the need for further assessments on (a) flood risk and (b) scheme alternatives. The PAC recommended that the resulting documents from both these assessments be incorporated into a further addendum to the Environmental Statement and made av
	 
	On receipt of the PAC Interim Report, officials carefully considered all of the recommendations made by the Commissioner and took legal advice. A number of potential options in taking the scheme forward were developed and presented to the Minister.  
	 
	Having given careful consideration to all of the advice given, the Minister decided, on a balance of risk against time, to comply with the key recommendations of the PAC and move towards a reconvened public inquiry within the shortest possible timescale.  
	 
	Officials are working at pace to move towards the publication of a new Environmental Statement Addendum with a view to a reconvened public inquiry early next year.  
	 
	It is hoped that the final Report on the inquiry proceedings can then be delivered by the PAC later in 2022. 	The A2 Buncrana Road is a key link in the North West of the city which serves as the main corridor from the city centre to significant industrial and residential areas as well as a link to County Donegal. The proposed road improvement scheme will assist the economic regeneration of the city and surroundings and will help facilitate future development. Further aims of the proposed scheme are to improve road safety, reduce traffic congestion and support the use of more sustainable transport modes. 
	On 26 March 2019 the Department held a public information day where emerging proposals to upgrade the A2 Buncrana Road between Pennyburn Roundabout and Donegal were presented. 
	The current proposal includes for upgrading the existing 4.1km single carriageway to dual carriageway standard with six roundabouts at the following locations:

	Pennyburn Roundabout;  Racecourse Road;  Springtown Road; Branch Roundabout;  Skeoge Roundabout; and Elagh Business Park. 
	 
	 
	Primarily for road safety reasons, this proposal includes the provision of a physical central median between Pennyburn Roundabout and Skeoge Roundabout, thus preventing right turning movements into and out of intermediate junctions and accesses. Left-in left-out access is provided at the majority of these intermediate junctions and minor accesses. Under this particular proposal those wishing to turn right into or out of their accesses would be required to travel to the nearest roundabout junction and to app
	The rural section between Skeoge Roundabout and Elagh Business Park will also be upgraded to a 4 lane dual carriageway with similar characteristics.  
	The Minister is aware of the concerns of local businesses and local elected representatives and has asked officials to continue to consult with stakeholders and landowners on the design of the scheme.  
	The Department aims to publish the draft statutory orders and Environmental Impact Assessment Report for a designed scheme in late 2021 for formal public consultation 
	before the Minister decides on next steps.

In the coming weeks the existing Burntollet Bridge will be demolished to allow for the construction of the westbound section of the new Burntollet 
	 
	Significant progress has also been made with the installation of culverts, mainline drainage, access tracks, the Park and Rides at Drumahoe and Claudy, utility diversions, and the pavement construction along the new mainline carriageway. 
	 
	Covid-19 initially disrupted or stopped many activities due to difficulties in the supply chain, social distancing requirements and staff absences. Although the situation is now much improved, Covid-19 continues to have an impact, however the scheme is expected to be complete in 2022, largely as planned.

	This scheme provides a continuous dual carriageway from the western end of the M22, near Randalstown, to the Castledawson Roundabout, reducing journey times and improving road safety.  The £189m scheme is 15km (9 miles) long and construction commenced in June 2017. 
	The first phase between M22 at Randalstown and Toome which opened in August 2019 was a significant milestone for the scheme, and welcome news for road users on this busy route (22,000 vehicles per day).

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	EXPLANATION OF MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS 
	 
	Resurfacing and Strengthening 
	Roads generally fail by cracking and rutting. They usually do not fail suddenly, but gradually deteriorate due to the impact of traffic, age and weathering. Wear normally appears as either excessive permanent deformation of the whole or part of the carriageway structure, or is associated with the cracking of the bituminous layers. 
	Road pavements are normally designed for an operational life of 20 years.  During this period and beyond, there is a need for the highway authority to intervene at times to either treat or replace the top course of bituminous material known as the “surface course” or to provide additional depth to preserve the structure of the pavement and extend its life. 
	Resurfacing is the application of a layer of this mixed material of 40mm (1.5") minimum thickness. It strengthens the road, seals it against the ingress of water, and improves skidding resistance and riding quality. The thicker the layer, the more strength imparted. 
	Surface course bitmac has an expected life of 7-12 years (which can be extended by subsequent surface dressing) whereas asphalt has an expected life of 15-20 years but costs more. 
	Resurfacing of existing roads can usually be carried out on top of the existing surface (overlay) but where kerb levels or bridge heights are restricted the existing surface may need to be removed by planing. 
	 
	Surface Dressing 
	This process involves spraying a bitumen emulsion binder onto the existing road surface, followed by a layer of stone chippings, which is then rolled. It has three main purposes:- 
	· to improve skidding resistance of the surface 
	· to seal the road surface against ingress of water 
	· to prevent deterioration. 
	  
	DEALING WITH CORRESPONDENCE/PUBLIC INTERFACE 
	As you will be aware following a restructuring exercise the Department has adopted a new approach in relation to dealing with some queries that come our way. It is perhaps worth refreshing on this process and the background to it. 
	DfI lost a significant number of staff through the Voluntary Exit Scheme which was implemented across the whole of the Northern Ireland Civil Service. As a result of this Divisions had to develop new staffing structures across all work areas to try to maintain an acceptable level of service. 
	One area of significant workload is dealing with correspondence. The Department, and in particular DfI Roads, receives a large volume of correspondence from the public and public representatives throughout the year. Indeed, the level of correspondence has been increasing in recent years at a time when staff resources have been reducing. 
	In a large number of cases the correspondence relates to reports of individual defects on the road, such as potholes, blocked gullies, defective street lights etc. In order to improve efficiency the Department now deals with correspondence which is only reporting routine defects differently from other general correspondence. Therefore if a member of the public, or public representative, writes to the Department by letter or e-mail, reporting a routine defect then our staff will simply log this information o
	If the initial letter relates to a more general roads issue rather than simply reporting a defect, a substantive reply will issue in the normal way. 
	In order to reduce the volume of general correspondence reporting routine defects, we are encouraging the reporting of defects through our on-line “Report a Fault” section on our website. Alternatively a phone call can be made to one of our telephone operatives who will record the details directly onto the “Report a Fault” system. You can report a fault on-line at 
	In order to reduce the volume of general correspondence reporting routine defects, we are encouraging the reporting of defects through our on-line “Report a Fault” section on our website. 	In support of the Minister’s desire to introduce a further trance of part time speed limits at schools across the Northern Ireland is ongoing and the initial Local Transport and Safety Measures budget in Derry City and Strabane Council area was increased by £180k to fund this initiative bringing the total LTSM allocation to £938k 
	 
	With regards to assisting the “Blue-Green Recovery”, we continue to manage the response to the Covid-19 pandemic and officials will continue to work with Councils to investigate ways to make better use of road space and to assist with the repurposing of space where it is safe to do so. 
	 
	Within Derry City and Strabane DC the Department has engaged with Council officials to recently deliver a one-way system along upper Carlisle Road and continuing along Ferryquay Street into The Diamond. 	4.2 Private Streets – Enforcement 
	Private Streets Section continues to invoke enforcement proceedings against developers who fail in their responsibility to provide bonds before commencement of work on site.  This takes the form of a series warning letters followed if necessary by enforcement action. 
	DfI Roads will afford a developer every opportunity to fulfil their responsibilities in completing development infrastructure works to an adoptable standard. Where it becomes evident that a developer is either incapable or unwilling to complete the work, DfI Roads will consider initiating legal proceedings. This may result in the need for DfI Roads to complete the works and recover the costs.  
	DfI Roads has a finite resource at its disposal and given the variation in annual funding levels, the availability of contracting resource to deliver private street enforcement works cannot be assured.  In addition, DfI Roads has no control over the interests of other stakeholders, primarily Northern Ireland Water (NIW), which impact on the delivery of the completion of adoption works.
