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Weekly Deaths in Northern Ireland

Death Registration Statistics including Covid-19 by Date of Death
Week ending 29 October 2021 (Week 43)

Summary
This bulletin provides details on the provisional number of deaths registered in Northern Ireland

during the week 16 October to 29 October 2021 (referredto as week 43).

e Provisional estimates show that 320 deaths were registeredin Northern Ireland in week 43 of 2021
(section 1), more deaths (+18) than typically registeredinthe same weekin recentyears.

e Fiftydeaths mentioning Covid-190on the death certificate were registered in week 43 of 2021

e Overall, 3,666 Covid-19 related deaths had occurred (section 2) in Northern Ireland by 29 October, 50

of which occurred in the week ending 29 October.
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Section 1: Deaths by Date of Registration

In week 43 of 2021, there were more deaths registered in Northern Ireland than there have typically been in the same week in recent years.

Key Points — Date of Registration

The provisional number of total deaths registeredin Northern Irelandin the week ending 29 October 2021

(week 43) was 320, seven more than the previous week (313) and 18 more than the 2016-2020 5 year average
(302) (Table 1).

Fifty deaths mentioning Covid-19 on the death certificate were registeredin week 43 of 2021, accounting for 15.6%
of all deaths registeredin that week. This is a decrease of two from the previous week. The total number of Covid-
19 related deaths registered from the start of the pandemic was 3,641 by 29 October 2021.

From the start of the pandemic (from the first Covid-19 related death being registered on 19 March 2020) to 29
October 2021, males and females accounted for relatively equal proportions of all deaths registered (males: 50.3%,
females: 49.7), however, a slightly higher proportion of males accounted for Covid-19 related deathsregistered
(males: 52.9%; female 47.1%). (Figure 3).

Since the beginning of the pandemic to 29 October 2021, the 75 years and over age-group accounted for almost
two-thirds (65.0%) of all deaths and three-quarters(74.2%) of Covid-19 related deaths (Figure 4).

Over the period of the pandemic, Armagh City, Banbridge & Craigavon and Mid-Ulster Local Government Districts
have had higher proportions of Covid-19 related deaths (12.4% and 8.2% respectively) compared with their share
of all deaths in Northern Ireland (10.4% and 6.6% respectively).



Background

Deaths occurringinNorthernlreland areregistered on the NorthernIreland General Register Office's Registration System (NIROS).
Daily extracts of registrationrecords from NIROS are processed by the NISRA Vital Statistics Unit. Provisional data on deaths
registered in each week (ending on a Friday) are compiled atthe end of the following week*.

Causeof death coding to the ICD-10 classification is carried out by the Office for National Statistics (ONS) on NISRA’s behalfon a
quarterly basis. This means that quarterly statistics are the first output to report deaths according to underlyingcause. These

statistics are currently available up to Quarter 2 2021.

To meet user needs, NISRA publishes timely but provisional counts of death registrations in Northern Irelandinthe weekly deaths
provisional dataset. Weeklytotals are presented alongside a 5-year weekly average as well as the lowest and highest number of
deaths for the same week over the last five years. To allow time for registrationand processing, these figures are published seven
days afterthe week ends. Thereport continues to be supplemented with information on the number of Covid-19 deaths (where
Covid-19or suspected Covid-19 was mentioned anywhere on the death certificate, including in combination with other health
conditions). Based on user feedback, the inclusion of respiratory deaths analysis was removed from the bulletinin 2021, however
the number of deaths registered with a mention of a respiratory condition and/or Covid-19is availablefrom Table 1 inthe
accompanying spreadsheet.

Provisional Data

Data provided inthis bulletinare provisional andsubject to change. There may, therefore, be discrepancies with data previously
published in light of reviews of individual cases which impact on recorded cause of death.

Impact of Covid-19 on 5-year average comparisons

Excess deaths are calculated by comparing the currentyearto the five-yearaverage from previous years. Thisis basedon the
number of death registrations recorded for each corres ponding week in the previous five years. Usually, the previous five years
areused to compareagainstthe mostrecentyearto assist understanding of excess deaths, thus in 2020, excess deaths were
measured by comparing the 2020 figure against the average for 2015-2019. For 2021 the comparative years are 2016-2020,
however, an additional four-yearaverage of 2016-2019 has been added to directly compare the excess deaths without the i mpact
of the pandemic. For users wishing to keep the comparator year constantin order to analyse the full effect of the pandemic, 2021
excess deaths compared to 2015-2019 averages are given inassociated spreadsheets.

Data over Public Holidays

The number of deaths registered in2020Weeks 11, 14, 15,16, 18,19,21,22,28,29,35,36,51and52,and 2021 Weeks 1,11, 14
and 15,18,19,22,28 and 35 were affected by the publicholidays at St Patrick’s Day, Easter, early andlate May, July, August,
Christmas and New Year Bank Holidays. Registrations for weeks following a bank holiday may be higher thannormal as registrars
deal with backlogs from the previous weeks. Care shouldtherefore be taken ininterpreting weeklydata aroundthe occurrence of
bankholidays asitmay notgive a reliableindicationof the trend.

Background Changes to the death cerfification and registration process during the Covid-19 pandemic

Duringthe Covid-19 pandemic,a number of changes have been madeto the usual process of certifyingandregistering adeath
which have been enabled by the Coronavirus Act 2020. More detail is available from the Department of Health website. This
includes guidance to medical practitioners on howto complete the Medical Certificate of Cause of Death (MCCD) in Covid-19
related cases. It also provides information on who cancomplete the MCCD, upon which these weekly statistics are based.

The process by which an informant registers a death has also been adapted. Usual practiceis thattheinformantattends their
local Registration Office to registera death, bringing the MCCD with them. Duringthe pandemic, the MCCD canbesentto the
General Register Office (GRO) el ectronically, directlyfrom the hos pital or General Practitioner certifying the death. Information
required fromtheinformantcan be providedto GRO by telephone and no signatureis required from the informant.

* Bank Holidays or system unavailability could affect the number of registrations made within certain weeks.

Latest death registration statistics

Table 1 shows that the provisional number of deaths registeredin NorthernlIreland in the week ending 29 October
2021 (week 43) was 320; seven more (+2.2%) than in week 42 (313), and 18 more than the 5-year average for
corresponding weeks in 2016-2020 (302).

Table 2 shows that the total number of death registrations mentioning Covid-19 on the death certificate in week 43
was 50. This is an decrease of twodeaths from the previous week. This equatesto 15.6% of all deaths registeredin
week 43. Since the beginning of the pandemic, 3,641 Covid-19 related deaths have been registered, which equatesto
12.9% of all deaths registered since 19 March 2020.

Inthe first43 weeks of 2021 there have been 1,139 excess deaths compared with the 5-year average for corresponding weeks in 2016-2020. Since the beginning of the pandemic,
there have been 3,067 net excess deaths. This is the 15t consecutive week of positive excess deaths.

Deaths registered by sex

Since the first Covid-19 related death was registered on 19 March 2020 until 29 October 2021, males and females
accounted for equal proportions of all deaths registered (males: 50.3% (14,156), females: 49.7% (14,007)); however, a
slightly higher proportion of Covid-19 related deaths registered are accounted for by males (males: 52.9% (1,926);
female 47.1% (1,715)). A weekly breakdown by sex is provided in the accompanying spreadsheet.

Deaths registered by age-group

From the start of the pandemic to 29 October 2021, the 75 years and over age-group accounted for almost two-thirds
(65.0%, or 18,296) of all deaths and three-quarters(74.2%, or 2,703) of Covid-19 related deaths. A weekly breakdown

Deaths registered by Local Government District

Those withan address* in Belfast Local Government District (LGD) accounted for almost one in five of all 28,163
deaths registered from the start of the pandemic to 29 October 2021 (5,430; 19.3%).

For all Covid-19 related deaths since the start of the pandemic, Fermanagh & Omagh LGD had the fewest registered
over the period 19 March ‘20— 29 Oct. ‘21 (141), and Belfast had the most registeredin the same period (719).

Table 3 shows the share of Northern Ireland deaths across LGDs and the share of all Covid-19 registered deaths since
the start of the pandemic (note that the percentages may not sum to 100 in the % of deathsand % of Covid deaths
columns due to rounding). Ards & North Downand Fermanagh & Omagh both have relatively low shares of registered
Covid-19 related deaths (7.1% and 3.9% of all Covid-19 related deaths respectively) when compared to the proportion
of total Northern Ireland deaths registeredin those areas(2.5 and 2.1 percentage points lower respectively than their
share of all deaths).

Conversely, Armagh City, Banbridge & Craigavon and Mid-Ulster have higher proportions of Covid-19 related deaths
compared with their share of all deaths in Northern Ireland (2.0and 1.5 percentage points higher respectively).

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Section 2: Covid-19 Related Deaths by Date of Death

This section of the bulletin provides provisional, updated totals of Covid-19 related deaths occurring (based on
the date of death) from 18 March 2020 to 29 October 2021, includingthose registered up to and including 3
November. Overall, 3,666 Covid-19 related deaths had occurred in Northern Ireland by 29 October, 50 of which
occurred inthe week ending 29 October. Figure 7 contains a 7-day movingaverage showingthe trend in Covid-
19 deaths by smoothing daily fluctuations.

Key Points —Covid-19 related deaths based on date of death!
e 3,666 deaths mentioning Covid-19 on the death certificate have occurredin total from 18 March 2020 to 29 October

2021 (including those registered up to and including 3 November). The comparative number of deaths reported by
the Department of Health (DoH) to 29 October was 2,697 (see page 16 for definitions).
e Fifty Covid-19 related deaths occurred in week ending 29 October.

® Of these 3,666 deaths involving Covid-19, 2,512 (68.5%) occurred in hospital®, 852 (23.2%) occurred in care homes, 14
(0.4%) occurred in hospices and 288 (7.9%) occurred at residential addresses or another location (Figure 8). (see Table
11 of accompanying spreadsheet)

'The majority of deaths are registered within five days in NI; data based on date of death are subject to ongoing change.

Responsibility for reporting daily death figures moved from the Public Health Agency to the Department of Health on 19 April 2020. Figures based on deaths that
occurred up to 29 October 2021 but including revisions up to 3 November 2021, to account for delayed notifications.

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Covid-19 related deaths of care home residents by place of death

This section refers to deaths of care home residents, where either (a) the death occurredin a care home, or (b) the
death occurred elsewhere but the place of usual residence of the deceased was recorded as a care home. The
statistics will not capture those cases where a care home resident died in hospital or another location and the usual
address recorded on their death certificate is not a care home. In relation to part (b) of this definition, no assumptions
can be made about where or when the deceased contracted Covid-19 (and all figures include probable or suspect
cases).

Based on the definition above, there have been 1,123 deaths of care home residents involving Covid-19 from 18
March 2020 up to 29 October 2021, which is 30.6% of all COVID-19 related deaths. Of the 1,123 deaths, 75.9% (852)

occurred in a care home, with the remaining 271 occurring in hospital (Figure 9).

Of the total deathsinvolving Covid-19 which occurred in hospital (2,512— see Table 11), 10.8% (271) were accounted
for by care home residents. (Further information in Table 9 of accompanying spreadsheet).

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Differences between NISRA’s death registration statistics and the Department of Health’s daily
statistics

The daily Northern Ireland Government updates provided by the Department of Health (DoH) count the
number of deaths reported by health trusts, where the deceased had a positive test for Covid-19 and died
within 28 days, whether or not Covid-19 was the cause of death. DoH figures will not capture all deaths that do
not meet this definition. These data are important because they are available earlier, and therefore give a
quicker indication of what is happening day by day and are broadly comparable with the figures released daily
in other parts of the United Kingdom (UK). The DoH reported 2,697 deaths associated with Covid-19 by 29
October 2021. This figure includes revisions up to 3 November 2021 to account for delayed notifications.

NISRA weekly provisional death statistics, which are based on death registration information collected by the
General Register Office, count all deaths where Covid-19 was mentioned on the death certificate by the doctor
who certified the death, whether or not Covid-19 wasthe primary underlying cause of death. The figuresinclude
caseswhere the doctor noted that there was suspected or probable coronavirus infection involved in the death.
As a result the weekly totals will usually be higher than the relevant daily figures - because the DOH daily
updates only include those who have tested positive for the virus. The NISRA figures include all deaths that
occur outside hospital and are comparable with weekly statistics produced by the Office for National Statistics
and National Records Scotland. NISRA figures published today show the total number of Covid-19 related
deathsregistered by 29 October 2021 was 3,641. Deaths statistics based on date of registration will be subject
to only minimal change.

By analysing the registration based data using the date the death occurred (rather than date of registration
with the General Register Office), the statistics show that 3,666 deaths associated with Covid-19 had occurred
by 29 October 2021, but including revisions to 3 November 2021, to account for delayed notifications. This is
the most appropriate figure to use to understand additional deaths beyond those reported via the DoH daily
bulletin. However it is also subject to ongoing change as not all deaths which occurred by 29 October 2021 will
have been registered at the time of publishing these statistics.

NISRA separately publishes the Registrar General Quarterly Report, provisional figures for which are available
up to June 2021 (published on 26 August 2021) and which include cause of death information. These show that
the total number of deaths registered in calendar year to 30 June 2021, with an underlying cause of death of
Covid-19 was 2,590. Incomparison, the weekly death statistics, which count the number of deaths where Covid-
19 was mentioned on the death certificate, reported that in the same period there had been 2,981 deaths
registered involving Covid-19. This means that Covid-19 was the underlying, primary cause of deathin 86.9
percent of all deaths which mentioned Covid-19 on the death certificate. .

Figure 10 below graphically demonstrates the cumulative number of deathsinvolving Covid-19 in Northern
Ireland using different data sourcesup to 29 October 2021.
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The latest NISRA figures show that, by 29 October 2021, 3,666 deathshad occurred involving Covid-19, based on registrations up to 3 November2021. DoH
figures available for the same period show a total of 2,697 deaths.
