• In 2022, NI bilateral trade in goods with Turkey was worth £392.7m.1 
 

• This breaks down into £63.4m worth of goods exports and £329.3m of goods 
imports.  
 

• Turkey was Northern Ireland’s 18th largest market for goods exports in 2022 and 
our 8th largest goods import partner.  

 

• Over the period 2015 to 2022, Turkey has risen from Northern Ireland’s 22nd largest 
export market to 18th, and risen from our 11thth largest import partner to 8th.  

 

• NI accounts for around 3% of the UK population, and our exports to Turkey in 2022 
accounted for 1.12% of all UK exports to Turkey.2  

 

• According to the Inter-Departmental Business Register (IDBR), there were no 
registered businesses operating in Northern Ireland of Turkish origin in 2022.  

 

• The graphs below show the breakdown of Northern Ireland’s top goods export and 
import activity with Turkey in 2022.
